Voter Registration Mass Mailout 

The December 16, 2011 Federal Court Order 

provides a new deadline to send out voter regis-

tration certificates (i.e., mass mailout) required 

by Section 14.001 of the Texas Election Code un-

til on or before February 13, 2012.  Once the re-

districting lines are final,  the Secretary of State 

will notify counties when these can be mailed. 

 

This will also affect receiving your voter registra-

tion certificate if you have recently registered to 

vote. 

 

The new voter registration certificates will be  

yellow and will be effective from 1-1-2012 to           

12-31-13.  Some folks have  wondered in the past 

if their registration ends then as well.  It does not.  

This time period only has to do with the voter 

registration certificate itself.  New cards are 

mailed out every two years.

Updated 2012 Election Dates 

April 3, 2012 Primary Election 

Last day to register to vote in this election is  3-5-12 

 

May 12, 2012, Limited  Uniform Election Date 

(City/School Elections) 

Last day to register to vote in this election is 4-12-12 

 

June 5, 2012 Primary Runoff 

Last day to register to vote in this election is 5-7-12 

 

November 6, 2012, General Uniform Election 

(Presidential) 

Last day to register to votes in this election is 10-9-12 
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√ Check Your Voter 

Status! 

Now is a great time to check your voter regis-

tration status.   

If you have moved within the county, out of the 

county or changed your name, we would like to 

correct that information now before the mass 

mailing occurs.  We can get these changes en-

tered into the system so that when your certifi-

cate is mailed it will be correct and will not be 

returned to us, delaying further your receipt of 

your voter registration certificate. 

Changes must be authorized in writing.  The 

easiest way to do this is to take your current 

registration certificate and flip it over and on 

the back make the corrections needed being 

sure to sign your name.  Return the card to the 

address on the reverse side.    A handwritten 

note will work as well.
