REMEMBER VOTER PHOTO ID IS REQUIRED WHEN VOTING. 

      Early Voting begins on Monday,  October 21, 2013.  There are 107 hours of 
Early Voting available.  This includes a Saturday, October 26, 2013 and a Sun-
day, October 27, 2013.  The whole week of Monday, October 28, 2013 through 
Friday, November 1, 2013 voting is available from 7:00 am to 7:00 pm.  Take 
advantage of voting over the week-end or before or after work that second 
week.  There are 26 polling locations open during the entire early voting peri-
od.  Four other locations are open part of those two weeks. Calendar with 
dates, times and locations is available on our website. 

 

Election Day is on Tuesday, November 5, 2013.  There are 67 Election Day Vote 
Centers.  If you are registered in Collin County and your voter registration is 
effective no later than November 5, 2013, you may vote at any of these loca-
tions on Election Day.   At the website listed below, you can see a list of the 
Vote Centers, get directions on how to get there and see your sample ballot 
(based on the address where you are registered to vote).
