This is the
second time that Officer Wright has made a discovery like this affecting and inmate’s release
date. Reviewing and calculating an inmate’s release date is not anything that Officer Wright has
been trained to do, but he has enough knowledge of how it should be figured to know when

something is incorrect. Officer Wright goes well above and beyond to ensure that inmates

serve the correct amount of time in custody. )
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
