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No positive mosquito pools have been officially reported in Collin County.  However, HLS did receive a report from a Cleburne newspaper that Collin County had a positive pool.  

Once this was tracked down, it belonged to the City of Richardson, which has 4 positive mosquito pools.  Three of these pools reside in Dallas County; one of these positive pools reside in Collin County.  These three pools comprise the majority of their positive pools from April 9 through May 31, 2013.  The other positive mosquito pool is in Highland Park.  However, we have not received the notification yet of the positive pool.  We will update our records as jurisdictions send reports in.  

Dallas County HHS is working closely on trapping with the city of Richardson since Dallas County HHS has a lab.
