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Discovery Changes Afoot? 

“Discovery Changes Proposed,” Texas Lawyer, March 4, 2013 

Two nonprofit advocacy groups, Texas Appleseed 
and the Texas Defender Service, joined by pro bono 
attorneys from Locke Lord, LLP released a report on 
February 27 after speaking with more than 60 prose-
cutors and criminal defense attorneys and analyzing 
open record requests regarding the discovery poli-
cies of 43 Texas counties. According to these groups, 
their research suggested that there is a lack of 
standardized rules and the rules vary from county to 
county. The report, entitled “Improving Discovery in 
Criminal Cases in Texas,” also finds that the Texas 
statute requires little by way of disclosures by both 
prosecutors and criminal defense attorneys when 
compared to the American Bar Association best prac-
tices and standards. The report recommends five 
considerable changes to current discovery practices 
in criminal cases. The suggested amendments are as 
follows: 1) provide criminal-defense attorneys with 
automatic access to discovery without a motion; 2) 
require prosecutors always to disclose police re-
ports, witness statements, expert reports and crimi-
nal histories; 3)require some disclosures by the de-
fense; 4) set deadlines; and, 5) impose a continuing 
obligation to disclose.  A full copy of the report is 
available at the law library or at the following site:

On Thursday, May 2, the House State Affairs Com-
mittee approved HB 3738 which prohibits law en-
forcement officers from asking both victims of crime 
and witnesses to crimes about their immigration sta-
tus.  Representative Lon Burnam of Fort Worth spon-
sored the bill and states, “what the bill accomplish-
es is to bring anybody and everybody under the law, 
and that means victims of crimes and witnesses of 
crime have the opportunity of free exchange with 
our law enforcement personnel.” Senator Jose Ro-
driguez from El Paso is sponsoring a companion bill 

in the Senate.   

 

Spotlight on the Supremes 

As of March 1, 2013, the following new rules ordered 
by the Texas Supreme Court on February 12, 2013, 
are now in full effect. The additions and amend-
ments are   designed “to improve the efficiency  of 
the Texas court system while protecting the rights of 
the litigants.”  Below is a brief description of some 

of the changes.  

 

Rule 91a (Dismissal of Baseless Causes of Action) is 
intended to enable a party to seek dismissal of a 
claim having no basis in law or fact. Note that cases 
brought under the Family Code or under Chapter 14 
of the Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code 
(Inmate Litigation) are excluded from this Rule. 
There are deadlines that the parties need to be 
aware of when filing under this Rule or responding 
to motions filed under this Rule.  Under Rule 91a, 
the Court will not consider any evidence, except 
that which is attached to the petition or the answer.  
This Rule also affects the due order of pleadings, as 
a Rule 91a motion can be filed before filing a juris-

dictional challenge.

Rule 169, Expedited Actions, applies to a suit in which all claimants are 
seeking monetary relief in the amount of $100,000 or less (including attor-
ney fees and expenses). Note that cases must be removed from the expe-
dited process for “a showing of good cause or if any claimant, other than a 
counter-claimant, files a pleading or an amended or supplemental pleading 

that seeks any relief other than the monetary relief.” 

 

The February 12, 2013, Order also announced a revised civil case infor-
mation sheet as required by Rule 78a of the TRCP. The new civil case infor-
mation sheet must accompany all cases filed on or after March 1, 2013. 
Copies of the revised case information sheet are available in the law li-

brary.  

 

On April 15, 2013, the Supreme Court signed the Final Approval of Rules for 
Justice Court Cases. As of August 31, 2013, Rules 523-591 and 737-755 of 
the TRCP will be repealed and Rules 500-510 will go into effect. Civil case 

information sheets will also be required, per Rule 502.  

 

More changes could be underway as well. Supreme Court Chief Justice Wal-
lace Jefferson spoke of the necessity of lowering court costs in his March 6 
biennial State of the Judiciary speech. In his speech, he noted that attor-
neys will begin electronically filing their documents and stated how quickly 
the price-per-document will add up. He backed two bills, Senate Bill 1146 
and House Bill 2302, which aim to decrease filing fees by implementing a 
one time fee charged at the beginning of a case, as opposed to the current 

fee-per-document.
