NOTICE OF BOUNDARY CHANGES TO VOTING PRECINCTS

Section 42.006(a) of the Texas Election Code prohibits voting precincts from containing more than 5,000 registered voters. Growth
within Collin County has resulted in twenty-one (21) voting precincts that exceed the maximum number of registered voters allowed
in a voting precinct. On September 22, 2025 the Commissioners Court of Collin County, Texas adopted changes to the boundaries of
the following voting precincts. In addition, nine (9) precincts with fewer than 150 active voters combined with an existing precinct.
Also, Texas legislators recently approved PLANC2333 which redistricted four congressional districts within the State of Texas. This
new plan created an additional nine (9) precincts as the newly drawn congressional lines went through already-existing Collin County
precincts. An additional fifty-one (51) precincts had congressional district changes as they were drawn into a new congressional
district. Voting precinct changes will be effective January 1, 2026. Maps depicting the boundaries of the new precincts may be
viewed at www.collincountytx.gov/elections.

057/259-Virginia Pkwy. E to W from PC line to PC line.

125/258-N to S on Brand Rd.

150/198-PC line to PC line from W to E along Olympic Xing.

153/205-PC line at McCreary & Maxwell Rd’s., S to Canyon Crest Dr., SE on Canyon Crest Dr. to Cody Ln., SW on Cody Ln. to Ranch
Rd., slight SE on Ranch Rd. to PC line.

167/262-N to S on Preston Meadow Dr.

192/256-FM 1778 @ PC line. Follow FM 1778 to FM 547. FM 547 to CR 850 to the PC/county line through the trees.
220/253-Panther Creek Pkwy. W to E.

221/261-Grassmere Ln. @ W University Dr. (HWY 380) @ PC line, S on Grassmere Ln. through greenbelt to N. Stonebridge Dr. N.
Stonebridge Dr. S to PC line.

193 retain PC 193; 198/010-PC’s 198 & 010 retain PC 010; 205/149-PC’s 149 & 205 retain PC 149.

The following precincts (PC) have had precinct changes due to 2025 Redistricting Plan C2333:

22-Cong. line is now new boundary line; S on CR 133 from PC line & CR 134. Continue S to W FM 455. Head S/SW on FM 455 to CR
127. Follow CR 127 S to FM 2478, then S on FM 2478 to PC line @ Choate Pkwy. & CR 125. This creates PC 260.

214-Cong. line changes Cong. Dist. 3 to Cong. Dist. 4. Split E to W on East First St., PC line to PC line. This creates PC 190.

26-PC 26 splits along Cong. line W President George Bush Pkwy. PC line to PC line. This creates PC 265.

62-splits along Cong. line Arbor Downs Dr. W from PC line to Branch Hollow Dr., S on Branch Hollow Dr. to PC line. This creates PC
266.

85-PC 85 divides along Cong. line creating two splits. Line runs E on Legacy Dr., N along Hoblitzelle Park, E/SE on Hoblitzelle Park,
back to Legacy Dr. Line cuts through Garden Gate Apts. (1201 Legacy Dr.), separating that section from PC 77 and merging it into PC
85. Line continues S along Alma Dr. to Barton Creek Ln., W on Barton Creek Ln. to Bellehaven Dr., N on Bellehaven Dr. to Seabrook
Dr., E on Seabrook Dr. back to Alma Dr. This creates PC 267.

94-PC 94 splits along Cong. line E to W following the city boundaries of Plano and Richardson. This deviation from the PC line creates
PC 268.

121-PC 121 splits along Cong. line; Custer Rd., N to S from PC line to PC line. This line also follows along the Plano and Allen city
boundary line. This creates PC 269.

154-PC 154 splits along Cong. line following power lines N to SE from PC lines 154 & 160 to 154 & 022. This creates PC 270.
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209-PC 209 splits along Cong. line creating two new PC’s, 271 & 272. N to S on the McKinney and Frisco city line from PC line to PC
line. This creates PC 271. PC 271 splits along Cong. line in the SE corner following along the CC and Frisco city line from the southern
PC line N/NE, then E to PC line. This creates PC 272.

13-PC 13 Cong. line will split at the Celina and McKinney city line beginning at the N PC line. Cong. line runs S to the PC line. This
creates PC 273.
